ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTEENTH STATED MEETING

The One Hundred and Eighteenth Stated Meeting of the American Omithologists® Union was
held 14 - 19 August 2000 at Memorial University of Newfoundland, St. John’s, Newfoundland,
Canada, in conjunction with "Living on the Edge - Birds 2000". Thiswas a joint millennial meeting of
the American Ornithologists’ Union, the British Ornithologists” Union, and the Society of Canadian
Ornithologists / Société des Ornithologistes du Canada. The Local Host was Memorial University of
Newfoundland. Sponsors were Air Canada, Art Gallery of Newfoundland and Labrador, Atlantic
Canada Opportunities Agency, National Audubon Society, Canadian Wildlife Service, City of St.
John’s, Economic Development and Tourism, Fishery Products International, Graduate Students’
Union of Memorial University, Human Resources Development Canada, Johnson Family Foundation,
and Newfoundland and Labrador Department of Tourism, Culture and Recreation. The Chair of the
Committee on Local Arrangements was William A. Montevecchi, and Co-Chairs were James E.
Carscadden and John Maunder. The Chair of the Scientific Program Committee was William A.
Montevecchi; Peter E. Lowther was the Program Coordinator. Business and scientific sessions,
committee meetings, and other organizations® meetings were held in the meeting rooms and auditoria in
the Arts and Culture Centre and the Arts and Administration Building, and in the Holiday Inn. Most
participants were accommodated in the hotel or on-campus accommaodations.

BUSINESS SESSIONS

The Council met the evening of 13 August and the morning and afternoon of 14 August 2000
in Salon D of the Holiday Inn, St. John’s. The Fellows met late in the afternoon of 14 August 2000 in
Salon C of the Holiday Inn. (Detailed minutes of these meetings were prepared by Secretary Lein and
distributed to Council members in April 2001; Minutes of the Fellows® meeting will be sent with the
annual Fellows" packet in July 2001.) On the morning of 15 August 2000, participants met in the Main
Theatre of the Arts and Cultural Centre for the Welcome and Opening of Sessions. Local Committee
Chair William A. Montevecchi welcomed participants. Following other opening remarks, the first of
four daily Plenary Addresses was given by lan Newton. The AOU Business Meeting of the Members
was held during the late afternoon of 15 August 2000 in the Main Theatre, Arts and Cultural Centre.
(Minutes follow). Important actions taken at various meetings are summarized below.

MINUTES OF THE 2000 BUSINESS MEETING OF MEMBERS
118th STATED MEETING OF THE AMERICAN ORNITHOLOGISTS" UNION

The 118th Business Meeting of the Members was held on Tuesday, 15 August 2000 in the
Main Theatre, Arts and Cultural Centre, Memorial University of Newfoundland, St. John’s,
Newfoundland, Canada. President Frank B. Gill brought the meeting to order at 16:12. Members
attending numbered 119.

1. Minutes. Minutes from the 117th Stated Meeting, held 12 August, 1999 at Cornell University,
Ithaca, New York, and published in The Auk (Vol. 117, No. 3, Suppl., July 2000), were approved.
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2. President's Report and Announcements. The President discussed briefly issues of concern to the
AOU. He stressed the continuation of long-term planning and actions by the Council to increase
student participation in the AOU and to streamline and modernize the AOU’s publication efforts.
Announcements related to meeting logistics were made.

3. Secretary's Report. Secretary Lein highlighted important actions of the Fellows® and Council
meetings held earlier in the week. Membership numbers have generally held steady, and the AOU is in
excellent shape financially. A defailed financial account appears at the end of the published
Proceedings. Names of recently-deceased members, and newly-elected Honorary Fellows,
Corresponding Fellows, Fellows and Elective Members were announced (see lists below, under Other
Business - Membership).

4. Election of Officers and Council Members. Printed statements from the nominees were available for
members. President Gill called for comments from the members, and nominees were excused during
the comment period. A motion to remove the name of one of the nominees for Vice-President (because
of ineligibility due to previous service in the office) was carried. In several rounds of ballots the
following were elected or re<lected: President-Elect Fred Cooke, Vice-President Patricia A. Gowaty;
Secretary M. Ross Lein; Treasurer Jeffrey D. Brawn; and Elective Councilors (three-year terms)
Edward H. Burtt, Jr., Carla Cicero, and Richard O. Prum. President Gill completed the second year
of his two-year term, and President-Elect Fitzpatrick began his term as President, at the end of the
Stated Meeting.

5. Future Meetings. a) Sievert A. Rohwer, Chair of the Local Committee for the 119" Stated Meeting
of the AOU, described plans for a meeting to be held jointly with the Society of Canadian
Ornithologists” (SCO), 15-18 August 2001 at the University of Washington in Seattle, WA. b) Walter
J. Bock, President of the International Ornithological Committee, described plans for the 23
International Ornithological Congress, to be held in Beijing, China, 11-17 August, 2002.

The meeting was adjourned by President Gill at 17:40.

The NELLIE JOHNSON BAROODY AWARD was given to
JORDAN O. KARUBIAN, University of Chicago, for his presentation entitled "Evolution of delayed
plumage maturation in the Red-backed Fairy-wren." Two AOU COUNCIL AWARDS were given to
JEFFREY E. BRADLEY, University of Washington, for his paper "Mice as predators of bird nests"
and to MARIO COHN-HAFT, Louisiana State University, for his paper "Vocal and DNA-sequence
variation and phylogeography of Amazonian Hemitriccus flycatchers".

Membership.--The Interim Director of the Ornithological Societies of North America (OSNA), Fred E.
Lohrer, reported to the Council that as of June 2000, AOU membership had decreased slightly during

the past 10 months, and now totaled 3789 individuals and families. The decrease from 3937 in August
1999 may reflect a reporting interval of less than one year.

At the Fellows Meeting on 13 August 2000, the Fellows elected four new Honorary Fellows: Enrique

New Elective Members were elected earlier in the year by mail ballots cast by Fellows and Elective
Members.

Finances.--Details and closing balances appear at the end of these Proceedings. Treasurer Frederick
H. Sheldon was Chair of the Finance Committee. Howard P. Brokaw, Edward E. Crawford, and John
W. Fitzpatrick served as 1999-2000 Investing Trustees and were re-elected by Council at its 14 August
2000 meeting.

Publications.—Editor-Elect of The Auk, Kimberly G. Smith reported that publication of The Auk
continues "in a timely and rigorous fashion™ and that "the editorial board system is working
efficiently”. He specially acknowledged the "invaluable™ services of Acting Editor Jeffrey S. Marks
and Editorial Assistant Alison Perkins in the production of Volume 117. The Editor of the
Ornithological Monographs, David A. Wiedenfeld, reported that one manuscript is in press, another
has been accepted pending suitable revisions, and four additional manuscripts were received but
deemed not appropriate for publication in Ornithological Monographs. The OSNA's Ornithological
Newsletter continues to be edited by Cheryl L. Trine. The Council re-elected the incumbent AOU
Representatives to the Management Committee of the Birds of North America, Inc.: Erica H. Dunn,
Frederick H. Sheldon, and Glen E. Woolfenden.

Bylaws.--The 2000 AOU Committee on Bylaws was chaired by Edward H. Burtt, Jr. Alan P. Peterson
and Stephen M. Russell also served as members of this committee. Two Bylaws changes were
considered by the Fellows during their 14 August 2000 meeting and are detailed below.

A) The first proposed change to the Bylaws considered at the 2000 Fellows meeting was a proposal to
establish a mechanism in the Bylaws for changing the name of the journal and monograph series. This
proposal was initially considered by the Fellows and Council in 1997 and given preliminary, but not
unanimous approval. During the 1998 Fellows’ Meeting, the amendment was to have been given a
final vote of approval or disapproval. However, at that 1998 meeting, after being briefly re-
introduced, it had to be immediately tabled due to a technicality; i.e., notice of its initial 1997 approval
had not been properly published in a timely manner and thus it could not be voted upon in 1998. At
the 1999 Fellows meeting this proposed amendment was again un-tabled, then amended. The new
1999 amendment to the original 1997 amendment was necessary because of a technical error (an
omission in the original amendment) discovered in late April 1998, after the previous year’s meeting.
Thus, because the original amendment required amending during the Fellows’ 1999 meeting, a final
vote had to wait until the 2000 Fellows" meeting. The following text of the proposed change, as
amended, was published in the Proceedings of the 117" Stated Meeting, as required by the Bylaws:

Article 1. Section 1. "nine Elective Councilors, the editor of the journal, the editor of
the monograph series,..."

Avrticle 1V. Section 7. "The Editor of the journal, the Editor of the monograph
series,..."

Avrticle V. Section 4. ".. the serial publication of the Union (delete *entitled the
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AUK’)."
Avrticle V. Section 5. "... of each issue of the journal."
Article VII. Section 1. "..., a serial journal of ornithology (delete "called the AUK"),

and such reports,..."

Article VII. The new Section 2.

At least two months before a meeting the secretary shall send to each Fellow and
Elective Member any proposed change of name of the journal or monograph series.
The name can be changed only by a vote of the majority of Council members present at
the Council meeting and a vote of two-thirds of the Fellows and Elective Members
present at a meeting of the Fellows and Elective Members.

Article VII. The current Section 2 will be renumbered Section 3.

Avrticle IX (fifth sentence) “shall be published in the Proceedings of the Union (delete
THE AUK) and shall be voted upon by the Fellows at the next Stated Meeting... .

This proposed change to the Bylaws was received support of less than two-thirds of the Fellows voting,
and was thereby rejected.

B) The Bylaws Committee proposed to change to Article 1V, Section 8 by removing the word "signed™.
This change would streamline the process of nominations for special membership categories. Most
nominations in recent years have been made electronically and the change would make such
nominations sufficient without the need for the Secretary to request signatures to verify the nomination.
The revised Article IV, Section 8 would read, in part (deletion indicated by strike-out):

“Nominations to the classes of Fellows and Elective Members shall be submitted in a
prescribed format. Nominations of proposed Fellows shall be sigree-by three Fellows,
and nominations of proposed Elective Members by three Fellows or Elective Members,

This proposed change was approved by a majority of Fellows present at the meeting. It was referred to
a brief Third Meeting of the Council, where it was approved. It was reconsidered at a brief Second
Meeting of Fellows, where it again received majority approval. Consequently, itis published in the
Proceedings and will be considered for final approval at the 2001 meeting of the Fellows.

Future meetings.--The 119%th Stated Meeting will be held at the University of Washington, Seattle,
Washington, 15-18 August 2001. This will be a joint meeting with the Society of Canadian
Ornithologists / Société des Omithologistes du Canada. Sievert A. Rohwer is Chair of the Local
Committee (see the web page at http://depts.washington.edu/bird2001/). The 120" Stated Meeting will
be held in conjunction with the 3 North American Ornithological Conference in New Orleans,
Louisiana, 24-28 September, 2002. Thomas W. Sherry and Kimberly G. Smith are Co-Chairs of the
Local Committee.

ATTENDANCE
Registrants at the 118" Stated Meeting numbered approximately 750, representing most
provinces of Canada and states of the U.S., as well as many of the countries in the Americas, and five
continents in total. A number of representatives of the British Ornithologists’ Union were especially
welcome at the first joint meeting between the two societies.

COMMITTEE MEETINGS, WORKSHOPS, AND SPECIAL EVENTS

In addition to the business meetings of the AOU, the AOU and other organizations held
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committee meetings, workshops, and social events. Committees and groups known to have met during
the 118th Stated Meeting included the AOU's Committee on Student Awards, Committee on
Conservation, and Associate Editors of The Auk. Also holding meetings were the Recent
Ornithological Literature On-Line (ROLO) group, the Women in Ornithology Resource Group, and
representatives to the Ornithological Societies of North America (OSNA).

Five workshops, sponsored by various organizations, were held on 14 August in meeting rooms
in the Arts and Administration Building. These were "Banding and Ringing in the 21* Century: Roles
and Opportunities™, "The Biological Basis for the Conservation of Colonial Waterbirds and Seabirds™,
"Important Bird Areas", ""Mark-Recapture Models: Their Application in Bird-Banding Studies", and
"Effects of Oil Pollution on Marine Bird Populations".

Social events during the week included a reception for Council, hosted by President Gill, at the
Holiday Inn on 13 Aug, a No-host reception and dinner for AOU Council and Fellows at the Harbour
Room of the Battery Hotel and a Newfoundland Night Reception at the Arts and Culture Centre (both
on 14 Aug), a reception and exhibition featuring ""Rare Birds: Treasures of the Blacker-Wood Library,
McGill University™ at the Art Gallery of Newfoundland and Labrador on 15 Aug, a poster session
reception held at the Thompson Student Centre on 16 Aug, a "Student Only Night" at The Fluvarium,
Nagles Place, on 17 Aug, a barbeque at The Fluvarium on 18 Aug, and the annual cash bar, banquet,
and dance held on the evening of 19 August at the Delta St. John’s Hotel and Conference Centre.

FIELD TRIPS AND TOURS

Local birders hosted early morning birds walks in and around the St. John’s area each day from
14 - 19 August. Thursday, 17 August was designated as a Travel/Tour/Rest day with boat excursions
to Witless Bay Ecological Seabird Reserve, an excursion to Cape St. Mary’s Ecological Reserve, and a
Wildlife Adventure tour south of St. John’s. Longer field trips available to those attending the
conference included pre- and post-conference tours of eastern Newfoundland or the Viking Trail in
western Newfoundland and southern Labrador.
